Mr. Raymond Chan is the Managing Director of the Shaw Group of Companies which comprises fifty-four
businesses situated in Hong Kong and overseas, and diversified into film and television entertainment, hotel
management and property investment. Mr. Chan joined the Group in 1994. Over 26 years, Mr. Chan has been in
charge of promoting the Group’s overall business development, project management, construction and investment.
One of the core businesses is the operation of Shaw Studios. With a history spanning over 60 years, the new Studios
in Tseung Kwan O, Hong Kong is considered one of the largest post-production platforms in Asia, offering top-notch
facilities and services for filming and production to international standards and contributing to the development of
creative industries in Hong Kong as a whole.

Mr. Chan has been appointed as a member of the Board of Advisors of Sir Run Run Shaw Charitable Trust by
Mrs. Shaw in 2012. Mr. Chan is also the Chairman of the Shaw Foundation Hong Kong, providing leadership and
governance of all the donation projects in consultation with representatives of government departments, universities,
hospitals and museums worldwide. Recently, the Foundation supported the pioneering research of the School of
Life Science at Peking University; the development of Sir Run Run Hospital of Nanjing Medical University; the
development of Children's Hospital of Zhejiang University School of Medicine; the establishment of the Student
Hostel of Shaw College at the Chinese University of Hong Kong and the establishment of the Shaw Auditorium at
the Hong Kong University of Science and Technology.

Mr. Chan is the Chairman of The Shaw Prize Foundation. The Shaw Prize is an international award which includes
a monetary component to honour individuals who have made significant achievement through academic research
to further societal progress and enrich humanity. It is divided into three annual awards: the Prize in Astronomy, the
Prize in Life Science and Medicine, and the Prize in Mathematical Sciences.

Additionally over the years, Mr. Chan has actively participated in community affairs. He has been the Honorary
Trustee of Peking University, Honorary Chairman of the Sir Run Run Shaw Hospital Advisory Board, Honorary
Chairman of the Nanjing Medical University Board of Directors, Honorary Fellow of The Chinese University of
Hong Kong, Member of the Board of Trustees of Shaw College of The Chinese University of Hong Kong, Member
of the Board of Directors of Shaw College of The Chinese University of Hong Kong (Shenzhen), Member of the
Council of the Hong Kong Laureate Forum, Life Honorable President of Hong Kong Motion Picture Industry
Association and one of the Sponsors of the Hong Kong Coalition. Mr. Chan served as a member of the Hospital
Governing Committees of Tseung Kwan O Hospital from 2003 to 2016.

Mr. Chan holds a Bachelor’s degree in Bachelor of Arts (Hons) and Bachelor of Architecture (Hons) and is a
member of the Royal Institute of British Architects and the Hong Kong Institute of Architects. He is also a registered
architect under the Architect Registration Board in the United Kingdom and Hong Kong.
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
